SEASONAL INDOOR COURT TIMES AVAILABLE

If you have a group of players who you normally play with on a regular basis, you may book the indoor
courts on our seasonal court reservation system. This i1s how it works:

A seasonal court ime may be booked for a period of sixteen weeks (beginning the week of September 4).
All you pay is $136.00 plus tax per person (based on four people), and the court is guaranteed at that time for
16 weeks. After the 16 weeks you may rehire under the seasonal court time contract or let that time go to
someone else. As an added bonus, if you bring guests and you are on the seasonal contract, there will be no guest
fee charged. If you enjoy playing tennis at the same time each week and don’t want the possibility of weather

problems, please call Tennis Shop at 817-294-6690).

Through the heat of July, the agronomy team has been able to tackle a few Golf Course
projects around the golf course. The heat will continue for the foreseeable future Superintendent

and it may pose some challenges. We appreciate our staff's efforts and would like
to recognize July’s employee of the month!

It was a busy July for the agronomy team. With the help of Hoot Landscaping, we were able to
complete a landscape installation behind the 8th green. The team also installed new sod in selected
areas of our overseeded surfaces. The grow-in process will take a few weeks, but we are excited to get
these areas ready for play. We have added a few new things to our shop and management along with
the course improvements. The shop recently installed new surveillance cameras to ensure
the security of our equipment and facility. Managerially, we have switched over to using a new labor
program called OnLabor. This program allows us to plan, track, and know the allocated time for each
task. It also offers a more refined system for logging applications and controlling inventory.

Members and guests might have noticed a few changes to our [
natural grass areas and rough. We mowed down a few natural grass
areas throughout the golf course to ensure a more pleasurable
playing experience for all golfing demographics. These areas include
in front of the #4 tees and left of the cart path on #6. Additionally,
we are in the process of modifying the natural area in front of
the 17-tee complex. We have reduced the rough height from 2.25"
down to 2.00" combined with our natural grass modification.

These summer months make it hard to choose just one employee of
the month because everyone is working hard through this heat. I can’t
express my thanks enough for the staff and their efforts to make this
golf course shine. With that, we can only have one employee of the
month, and that is Jose Ruiz. Mr. Ruiz has been on staff for 20+ years
and is always on time and positive. We can't thank him enough for
his hard work and leadership! If you see Jose around, please
congratulate him on this accomplishment.
